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DUPLICATION OF BENEFITS

As a general rule where a person is entitled to more than one benefit at the same time, only one benefit is payable. The
benefit payable is the one first awarded or one subsequently awarded if the subsequent benefit is at a higher rate.

However, there is provision for full duplication of certain benefits as follows:
a. Sickness, Unemployment or Maternity Benefit with Survivors’' Benefit;

b. Injury Benefit with Old Age Contributory Benefit, Non-Contributory Pension or Death Benefit;

c. Disablement Benefit with Sickness Benefit, Unemployment Benefit, Maternity Benefit, Survivors’
Benefit, Death Benefit, Old Age Contributory Pension or Grant, or Non-Contributory Pension;

d. Death Benefit with Sickness Benefit, Unemployment Benefit, Maternity Benefit, Injury Benefit,
Invalidity Benefit, Old Age Contributory Pension or Grant or Disablement Benefit;

e. Funeral Grant with any other benefit.
