All corporate tenders must include with their tenders, a copy of the company’s Certificate of Incorporation and in the case of tenderers incorporated in Barbados a Certificate of Good Standing as evidence of the fact that the company is an existing registered company as at the date of tender. The Certificate of Good Standing means a Certificate issued by the Registrar of Corporate Affairs and Intellectual Property under the Companies Act, Cap. 308 of the Laws of Barbados.
